COLLECTION OF MEDIA BADGES

Media persons must carry their Accreditation letter (physical copy or digital copy) and photo 

ID (Passport/Aadhaar Card/Driver’s License) for collection of badges.

The badges may also be collected by a representative of the outlet by carrying an 

authorization letter, work ID and a list of mediapersons who have been accredited from the 

outlet.

ACCESS

Access to Media Centre is restricted to accredited media persons. Please note that there will 

be no on-site registration.

Accredited Official Media will also have access to Media Centre.

Media persons using their private vehicles may use Parking facilities at Dwarka Sector 21 

Metro Station. Ferry services will be available for onwards travel to Yashobhoomi Gate No. 9. 

Please note there is no provision for Parking of vehicles at Yashobhoomi or Dwarka Sector 25 

Metro Station. No Separate Parking Labels will be given.

In order to avail the service, media persons must display their summit accreditation badges 

and also clear security check.

Traffic Advisory issued by Delhi Traffic Police for the P20 Summit may be adhered to. 

Buses will be available at TKR-I (Gurudwara Rakab Ganj side) Parliament House Complex on 

12th October, 2023 from 0800 hrs onwards; on 13th October, 2023, from 0700 hrs; and on 14th 

October, 2023, from 0830 hrs. These buses will make one stop at Dhaula Kuan Metro Station 

and continue onwards to Yashobhoomi Gate No. 9.
